Guidelines for Submission of Abstracts
To register as a speaker or to present a paper, please fill in the form available …in the docket of this brochure and fax/e-mail to Conference Program Committee at the contact details mentioned below.

Abstract Content 

A proper review of your abstract requires that it contains adequate information on which to make a judgement. Written in English or Russian and containing a maximum of 300 words, abstracts should include the following: 

· DESCRIPTION: Summarise the scope and nature of the work upon which an accepted paper will be based upon (e.g., field data, lab data, original analysis, or computer work).  If the paper is a review paper, carefully state the extent of the coverage. 

· APPLICATIONS:Describe the possible applications of the information provided in the paper or poster. 

· RESULTS AND CONCLUSIONS:Summarise the results and major conclusions to be presented in the paper and state specific conclusions of the work and how these differ from other worka on the same subject. State whether new information will be revealed and whether data from field, lab, or computer work will be included.

Please Note:

· All papers must be submitted in English or Russian languages only.

· The abstract must be sent by e-mail. However, it should be followed by a hard copy in duplicate duly signed by the authors giving his/her acceptance to transfer the copyright to RPI. The extended abstract shall be limited to about 500 words with no graphics and figures. ONLY THOSE HARD COPIES WILL BE ACCEPTED FOR WHICH THE SOFT COPY IS SUBMITTED BY E-MAIL.

· A4 size pages to be used. Lines must be single-spaced (plus additional space between paragraphs)

· Align text to the left margin. Do not use columns.

·  Use Arial font throughout.

· Title should be 14 point bold and sentence case, author's name 11 point bold, affiliation and address of authors 10 point normal, e-mail address in 12 point bold & italics, headings 12 point bold and rest of the text 10 points normal

· Commercial trade name and company logo to be avoided in the abstract.

· The abstract should be in Microsoft Word 95/97/2000 format. Files in MS Office format only will be accepted.

·  E-mail, address, telephone and fax numbers of the corresponding author must be given. Please note that all correspondence shall be with the corresponding author only.
